Lick granuloma 
(acral lick dermatitis) 

► Once a granuloma is formed, it ma8 
create a c8cle of irritation and licking. 

What does it look like? 
Common signs: 

• Frequent licking or chewing at the skin 

• A thickened, hairless area [t8picall8 on 
the lower leg) 

• A tumor-like growth 

How is it diagnosed? 
• Your pet's histor8 

• Clinical signs, like hairless areas 

• Laborator8 skin or blood tests 

• Ph8sical exam results 

• Response to treatment 

• X-ra8s 

► Your pet ma8 need further testing to find an8 
underl8ing causes of their lick granuloma. 

How is it treated? 
Treatment depends on the severit8 and duration of the problem. 

• Prevent licking 68 wrapping the area, app18ing 
topical medications, and using an anti-lick 
substance ore-collar 

• Some pets ma8 need antibiotics and 
behavior-modif8ing medications 

• Environmental enrichment can help to 

prevent boredom that ma8 lead to licking 

► Pets with chronic lick granulomas need 
careful monitoring to catch new areas earl8. 

How to help your pet 
• Administer all medications 

as directed 

• Follow all wound care and 
bandage instructions, and make 
sure your pet wears their e-collar 
at all times 

• Monitor your pet's progress and 
schedule checkups as directed
