DIAGNOSES 
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What does it look like? 
Like man!::J other itch!::J skin diseases, common 
signs include: 

• Hair loss 

• Crust!::j, reddened skin 

• Scratching 

► Demodectic mange often appears around the 
e!::JeS, on the top of the head, and on the feet. 

How is it diagnosed? 
• Clinical signs, like skin appearance 

• Ph!::Jsical exam results 

• Microscopic skin scrape exams 

► Demodectic mange is commonl!::J seen in 
puppies with developing immune S!::JStems, 
and adult dogs with an underl!::Jing medical 
condition that also needs to be diagnosed. 

How is it treated? 
Demodectic mange ma!::J require months 
of treatment, be subject to relapse, and 
need multiple treatments to be effective. 

Options commonl!::J include: 

• Prescription medications based on !::JOUr 
pet's size, age, and medical histor!::J 

• Antibiotics for secondar!::J skin infections 

► Treating demodectic mange must include 
treating an!::J other underl!::Jing conditions. 

How to help

• Administer all 
medications in 
full, as prescribed, 
to avoid relapse 

• Schedule additional 
appointments for skin 
scrape tests 

• Monitor your pet's progress
